This term in class we are learning about... 
 
Our topic for this half-term is called: Peasants, Princes and Pestilence! Children will be looking at The 
Plague. They will be finding out how and where it originated, how it spread and how it affected the people of 
Britain. The children will be asked to analyse a range of sources to learn more about how people tried to 
protect themselves from the plague, how it was diagnosed and beliefs people held about suitable treatments. 
Children will then develop their understanding of social classes and hierarchies, looking in detail at the 
typical life of a knight, a king and a peasant. 
In science, the children will be comparing the life-cycle of different creatures and explaining how this may 
have contributed to the rapid spread of the plague. 
In D&T, we will be exploring how things were recorded in medieval times through printing and making our 
own medieval books. We will bind them using techniques such as sewing.
